Standard Terms and Conditions 

1
These Terms and Conditions to Prevail
These terms and conditions (hereinafter referred to as “this agreement”) shall, when read together with the School’s application form and any addenda thereto, constitute the whole of the agreement between e-Schools’ Network and the School.  e-Schools’ Network retains the right to amend or modify these conditions as required, from time to time.

Duration
2.1
This agreement shall continue indefinitely and shall be terminable by one calendar month’s written notice given by either party to the other, except as noted in 2.2 below. 
2.2
Uncapped Business ADSL contracts are for an initial period from commencement of service until 31 December, and thereafter will automatically renew for additional periods of one year, unless 60 days notice is given, ie no later than 31 October.
2.3
Contravention of the e-Schools’ Network Acceptable Use Policy renders the offender liable to immediate cancellation of service without any refund of fees.
3
Charges
3.1  The charge for the School’s entitlement to use the service is an annual charge, billed in January and payable in advance by the School to e-Schools’ Network.
3.2  e-Schools’ Network reserves the right to review service charges annually at its sole discretion.  Existing Schools will receive one month’s prior notice relating to price adjustments by 1 December.  Increases will only take effect on 1 January unless the service provider providing services to e-Schools’ Network increases their rates during the course of the year.
4
Schools Obligations
4.1  The School is prohibited from allowing any other party access to the service or resale of the service through the School’s unique Internet Account.

4.2  The School may not at any time use the service in contravention of South African law.  In particular, the School undertakes to familiarise itself with and ensure that it is kept continuously apprised of all South African laws in force from time to time that relate to the service and / or its use. e-Schools’ Network has no obligation to assist the School in this regard.

4.3  The School is liable for all telephone, line rental, cellular and other connection costs incurred in connecting to e-Schools’ Network’s service.

4.4  In the event that the Schools contact details change, they are responsible for ensuring that e-Schools’ Network is notified timeously.

5.2  Will be suitable for any purpose;
5.3  Will be free of inaccuracies, bugs, worms or viruses of any kind, and e-Schools’ Network assumes no liability, responsibility or obligation in regard to any of the foregoing exclusions.

Exclusion of Liability
6.1  Except as otherwise expressly provided herein to the contrary, e-Schools’ Network shall not be liable to the School or any third party for any loss or damage of whatsoever nature and / or howsoever arising (including consequential loss or damage which shall include but shall not be limited to loss of property or of profit, business, goodwill, revenue or anticipated savings).
